Main Club Meeting: Meisie Coetzee stepped in for Harry Hughes who has been advised by his cardiologist not to exert himself too much. Meisie showed examples of different types of carving and the uses of different tools. She then gave a short demo of a technique for carving of relief work. Turners’ Section Meeting: John Speedy demonstrated how to make a honey dipper and a hollow form with a narrow opening. John demonstrated some specialised tools he uses for hollowing through a narrow opening, and a clever gauge for judging the wall thickness of the vessel. He hollowed out the vessel and finished the mouth. Then he reversed the pot onto a mandrel with hot-melt glue to hold it in place, to finish the bottom. And this was all done in the space of an hour!

Club Machines:

A new Jet Mini lathe was purchased, and is already seeing use on the turning courses, together with the Nova 3000 and the Record.
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A new belt and disc sander was purchased from SA Machinery and can be seen at the clubhouse. It is similar to the picture below, but in white. It has a 12” disc with a hook-and-loop backing, but we have been unable to source any replacement hook-and-loop discs. So once the disc that it has shipped with wears out, we will have to remove the hook backing and resort to the old fashioned method of gluing the discs on. If you come across a source of 12” hook-and-loop discs in 80 and 120 grit, please let the committee know ASAP! The toy-makers are very pleased with their new toy. Thanks to Ken Bullivant for transporting and assembling the new machine. 


Ken has also the replaced the disposal blades on the Elektra-Beckum HC260 Planer Thicknesser with resharpenable blades – (An upgrade kit plus two sets of blades was about R1200-) This unit has given us some trouble with the alignment of the thicknesser table. The agents did not set it properly the last time it went in for repair and Ken has had difficulty setting it parallel to the cutter head. We are looking at an alternative of a dedicated thicknesser to replace the thicknessing function of the HC260.

Hardware Centre May Demo: John Speedy demonstrated the turning of a pepper mill. It was fitted with a mechanism donated by Hardware Centre and raffled for the Gateway Village. R360 was raised, which was greatly appreciated - thanks to all who took tickets. There were demos of various lathes (Nova DVR and Nova 3000) as well as some tools and jigs for sharpening, and the use of an Arbortech for carving by Meisie Coetzee.
