News

Main Club Meeting: Clive Stacey demonstrated the use of a router for making stiles and rails as well as the panels which fit into the frame for small cabinet doors. He illustrated how easy it is to make small cupboard doors in the frame and panel style. The frame consists of two horizontal pieces called the rails, and two vertical parts called the styles that surround a panel.

Clive showed the various ways to join the frame parts, such as doweling, biscuit, mortice and tenon and half lap joints. He explained the superior strength of the mortice and tenon was needed to offset the poor strength of the hide glues used in the past. Nowadays, we have much more durable adhesives such as epoxies, and the construction of the joint is less important. When the frame has a profile on the inside, the joinery becomes more complex, so matching the reversal of cutters are needed for the router so that the frame and panel profiles fit into each other. For this to succeed, the parts must all be of uniform thickness, so that the joint faces line up. When rebating the rails, he suggested using timber wider than the final width to reduce the risk of tear-out, which overcomes the difficulty of handling narrow pieces on the router table. 

The panel may be fielded – thinned around the outside to fit into a groove cut around the inside edges of the frame. When shaping the panel, start with a crosscut with the panel-raising bit, proceeding anti-clockwise, so that the last cut is with the grain, reducing the risk of tear-out on the corner. This applies whether the work is stationary or moved across the worktable. 

Thanks to Triton for the loan of a new Triton router, and Peter Middleton for the cutter. 

Turners’ Section Meeting: Butch Smuts gave a talk with slides, showing how he makes his multi-centred bowls. He uses a large MDF board attached to a face-plate, to which he holds the work-piece using a custom assembled frame for that work piece. The work-piece is then re-centred on the board for each part to be hollowed out. The scale of the work is such that only a large lathe such as Butch’s VB36 (see www.hegner.co.uk for a picture) can cope with the size and out-of-balance weight. He then showed how he finishes off the underside using an Arbortech and sanding. 

Some of you will have seen the delicate thin-walled bowls with wide inlaid rims that Butch makes. He showed how he inlays shapes into his thin-walled bowls using a scroll saw to cut out the shapes against a foam backing.
