Some More Shooting Board Designs

Here are four different layouts for shooting boards for different tasks. [These are taken from P102 of “Woodworking” by J.S.Chappel, published by Cassell & Co, London, 1955.] 

The accompanying explanations are reproduced as well. 
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“Planing the edges of a board true is referred to in woodworking as “shooting”. Squared and mitred edges are shot true more readily with the aid of a shooting board, of which there may be several patterns. 

“A shooting board (see left) may be 2ft. to 3ft. in length for normal purposes, shorter or longer for special work, and consists two boards fixed together, the top board being narrower than the bottom one, forming a wide rebate in which the plane runs on its side. The boards can be of 7/8 in. stuff, and reasonably wide to support the work. A tapered stop is let into the farther end of the top board at an exact right-angle to the edge of the board, and the work is held against this as the plane is run along the rebate, shooting the edge truly square. The corner of the rebate invariably gets choked with dust in use. Preventing the plane from running truly, and to offset this a groove is formed in the corner by rebating the underneath edge of the top board or by merely planing off the corner of the board. An alternative solution is to raise the top board altogether by inserting small blocks of wood at each end, between the top and bottom boards, forming a gap through which the dust can pass.
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Other variants of the plain shooting board are sometimes used. 

“One has an inclined top board to support the work, so that the plane, moving horizontally, makes a shearing cut, which is cleaner and smoother, and also uses more of the cutting edge of the plane iron.  (see left)

Another has a further board, slot screwed for adjustment, on top of the shooting board. This can be moved parallel to the working edge to accommodate thin, narrow work. 
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“The Mitre Shooting board (see left) has a mitred block screwed to the middle of the top board instead of the tapered stop at the end. The work is held against the block, which keeps it at the correct angle whilst the end is being planed. 

“The Donkey’s Ear shooting board (see below) has the top board with its stop set in the end, tilted at an angle of 45 degrees to the bottom board, on which the plane runs. The work, perhaps a piece of skirting board or similar wide stuff, is thus presented at and angle to the plane, which planes a mitre in the thickness of the work, where the mitre shooting board planes a mitre in the width.
