The lower figure Is for comparatively thin wood or softwood. For tough hardwood, espe-
clally thick stuff. the more powerful motor should be used.

Special saws

A Hollow-ground, dimension, or planer
saw. Plate is thinner at centre and feeth A B “ ¢ 1D
have no set. Teeth are usually peg type (see
below). Saw cuts cleanly leaving finish
almost equal to that of a planer.

B. Swage saw. Flat on one side, tapers
towards rim on the cther. Teeth have usu-
ally more set on tapered sids than in the
flal. Centre hickness stiffens the plate,
and thin edge reduces saw kerl. Used
generally for cutting narrow strips which
bend away from saw without binding

C. Ground-off saw. Gives very stilf plate
but narrow ker{. Similar uses to the swage g
saws. but for still narrower pieces, For thin
wood only.

D. Tapersaw. Similar uses toswage and
ground-off saws.

All these three saws (B, C. and D) should
have miimimurn projection above saw table.
Should not be used for general ripping or
cross-cutting, but for special purposes
only.

Saw teeth.

A. Peg teeth. Used lor cross-cutling
but now largely superseded by type at B

B. Cross-cul teeth. Front edges are
radial 1o saw.

C. Cross-cutteeth. Note that front edges
leans back slightly. The high back to the
teeth makes for strength,
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To set up the miter gauge on your table
saw to exactly 15% 30° 45° and 60°, first
purchase two drafting triangles, one 12",
45°/90°, and one 14", 30°/60°. They’re
available at most large office-supply stores.
With one edge of the triangle against the
miter gauge, and the other lined up along
the miter gauge groove (parallel to the

saw blade, of course), you can use these
todouble-check and fine tune the desired
angle. Toget the 15° setting, youneed to
use both triangles side by side. These tri-
angles are also handy for checking blade
tilt angles, including 90°.

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The problem with not using splines, dow-
els or biscuits when joining boards edge-to-
edge is that its difficult to keep boards even
so thataflatsurface results. [ recentlysolyed
this problem by making simple pinch clamps
outof 1x2 scrap, as shown below.

Cutoutanopening using the rable saw or
band saw. Make it the same size as the thick-
nessof the boards you'll be joining. I have sev-
eral of these handy when | am edge gluing.
When I have applied the glue to the boards
and placed them together, I press the clamps
over the end of the joint to ensure that the
boardsstay aligned during clamping. Cham-
fer the ends of the clamps to ease theirappli-
cation. The pinch clamps will work if the
boards are of different thickness. Islip the
clamps off before the glue dries, or luse wax
paper, so they don’t become permanently
adhered to the boards I'm gluing.
