Design

Over the last couple of years we have had some arguments on design. Members are of the opinion that design should be part and parcel of a project so as to ensure that the finished piece would be of a worthy quality.

After I received an e-mail on the Shakers, (see piece on this below), I tried to read more about these people and came across the following notes on design. (Abbreviated)

INTRODUCTION 

Design, the art and service involved in the planning and making of a product, tool, artefact, building, or service.

“Design” and “designing” are popular, and often misused, terms for a wide range of activities and outcomes and their distinction has not been clear in popular usage. The difficulty of defining “design” has been compounded by its fashionable element. The more popular it becomes, the more it seems to be applied to new activities and outcomes in order to convey messages of quality, value, status, skill, and modernity, as well as many others. Although it has a huge breadth to its use, such a breadth does little to further understanding of its nature. People refer to the design of military ships and supersonic aircraft; new cities and rural communities; jewellery and clothing; food and packaging; signs and textiles. Some may have houses, interiors, and gardens designed for them, and holidays designed to suit their needs.

Design is a conscious activity, guided by aims and objectives. It refers to planned and organized actions intended to bring about some predetermined outcome, although there may also be accidental or unexpected results. Design activity usually displays expertise, knowledge, creativity and thoroughness. It has a close relationship with technology, with human needs and aesthetics.

Designers can now be found occupying prestigious posts in many areas of the manufacturing and service industries, particularly where products need to meet the varied preferences and needs of a mass market. However, designing is a profound human capability undertaken by a wide range of people other than professional designers.

THE NATURE OF DESIGNING 

Design is a process of compromise involving conflicting factors, and the best a designer or design team can hope for is to “resolve” the conflict using a certain mix of the conflicting factors. (Microsoft ® Encarta ® Premium Suite 2005. © 1993-2004 Microsoft Corporation. All rights reserved.)

Shakers

Shakers, name applied to the United Society of Believers in Christ's Second Coming, a sect first heard of about 1750 in Great Britain. The first leaders were James Wardley, a tailor, and Jane, his wife Jane, especially, claimed to have special spiritual illumination and to have “received a call” to go forth and testify for the truth. From the peculiar trembling of the secessionists at their meetings came the name Shaking Quakers or Shakers.
In 1774, Ann Lee, of Manchester, England, introduced the sect in the United States, establishing the first community in what is now Watervliet, New York, in 1776. Christ. Shakerism flourished, and by 1826, 18 new communities existed with a membership of about 6000. These communities held property in common, practiced asceticism, and honored celibacy above marriage. The movement diminished after 1860, and in the 1980s only a few members remained; they lived in two communities: Sabbathday Lake, Maine, and Canterbury, New Hampshire. No new members were accepted after 1964. At Harvard, Massachusetts, site of a former Shaker community, an exhibit of the simple, well-made furniture and utensils manufactured by the communities is maintained by the Fruitlands Museum Group. Hancock Shaker Village, which includes restored buildings and art collections, is located outside Pittsfield, Massachusetts. (Hierdie mense is dus nie Amish, wat oorspronklik van Duitsland af kom, soos iemand tydens die vergadering gesê het nie.)
