Vorige maandvergadering
During our March meeting, Roy Page-Shipp gave a talk titled Health Hazards in Woodworking. Some key points of his talk are as follows.

1. A range of potential hazards can be expected in the woodworker’s environment, but one must be careful to keep the nature and time of exposure in perspective.  “There are no harmful substances, only harmful concentrations” remains true in most cases.  Carcinogens can be exceptions.

2. Woodworkers in employment should be protected by management, who can possibly afford expert advice.  Hobbyists are ‘on their own’.

3. Remember to distinguish between Short-term (Acute) responses and Long-term (Chronic or delayed responses).  Hazards with delayed response (especially noise in the woodworking shop) are treacherous because by the time symptoms appear, irreversible damage has been done.

4. If you need to shout to be heard over workshop noise, it’s too loud and you should wear ear protection.  Well-fitting earmuffs are best but formable earplugs may be more acceptable from a comfort viewpoint.  Even if you’ve lost some hearing, it’s worth protecting what’s left.

5. Wood dusts are not normally regarded as toxic, although there are indications that dust from some hard woods can give rise to sino-nasal cancers.

6. Dust extraction systems designed for woodworking shops collect mainly coarse, nuisance, dust and not the finer fractions that can penetrate to the lung.  If there are concerns about toxicity, or more typically irritation, due to the wood dusts, personal protection in the form of well-fitting dust masks are the answer.

7. Worker reluctance to wear dust masks is common.  It helps if supervisors wear them when in the works, example beats education any day.

As promised before I would like to conclude with a true story about traffic law enforcement officials (more commonly referred to as ‘speed cops’) and their affection for trees and shrubs’.

Some 40 years ago I was stationed in Cape Town and also did a stint at Youngsfield military base.  It was at a time long before ‘speed cops’ mastered the art of photography to do their job.  They had to rough it next to the road and physically trap offending motorists with strands of wire and stopwatches – all very high Tec at the time.  To be able to do this effectively they often made use of strategically placed trees or bushes to hide their presence, much like a hunter or predator would use a tree or shrub to stalk his unsuspecting prey.   Such hiding place must comply to a certain set of criteria.  It must be close enough to the road for him to be able to dash out from behind it into the road before the speeding offender could pass.  It also had to be big enough and dense enough to hide the whole ‘speed cop’ including his moustache and shades as well as his BSA motorbike.

Next to one of the roads running past Youngsfield (I think it was Wetton Road) there was just such an ideal ‘Port Jackson’ bush/tree.  It was right on the verge of the tar and probably closer than allowed by the road ordinance, but because of the great love of the traffic department for such trees it was not removed, even though it was an invader plant.  Many an unsuspecting motorist was caught there. 

Early one morning when I passed this spot the Port Jackson was no more!  It was completely demolished, there was not even enough of a stem left to hide a hungry lizard.   The leaves and twigs were strewn over a ten meter radius across the road.  There was not a single leave intact.  It looked rather like something that went through a hammer mill.  From the remnants it was clear that this nocturnal horticulturist did not use your standard ‘Wilkinson’ pruning shears but probably a wheel spanner.  It was also clear that the excessive pruning was not done with the necessary tender loving care that you would expect from a dedicated gardener.  I am sure that he at least talked to this tree while he went about his task of destructing this poor invasive plant.  In my minds eye I could just picture this whole act playing of in a fit of rage and total revenge.

I would also have liked to see the faces of the ‘speed cops’ arriving later that day to occupy their favourite spot and find that they had no place to hide.

Trees have indeed many wonderful uses.  Not only do they provide hiding places for many different creepy-crawlies but you can also vent your frustration on them.  When last did you plant a tree?  Take care that it is not too close to the road though.

Laws of woodturning
A while ago I received this from Sakkie Hattingh. It is from “Woodturning- a foundation course” by Keith Rowley.  I believe it may be of value to a lot of us.  

1. The speed of the lathe must be compatible with the size, weight and length of the wood to be turned.
2. the tool must be on the rest before the whirling timber is engaged, and must remain so whenever the tool is in contact with the wood.

3. The bevel (grinding angle) of the cutting tools must rub the wood behind the cut.

4. The only part of the tool that should be in contact with the wood is that part of the tool that is receiving direct support from the tool rest.

5. Always cut “downhill” or with the grain.

6. Scrapers must be kept perfectly flat (in section) on the tool rest and be presented in the “trailing” mode i.e. with the tool handle higher than the tool edge.
