EDITORIAL - PROTECTED TREE SPECIES

Y ou may well have heard an announcement currently
running on the radio that the Department of Water
Affairs and Forestry have updated the list of protected
trees.

| had alook at it this morning for the first time and it
raises far more questionsin my mind than it answers.
(go to www.dwaf.gov.za and then choose the
“forestry” link. There you'll find the announcement
under protected trees)

According to the concise two page article “ .. .forest
trees or protected tree species may not be possessed,
collected, removed, transported, exported, donated,
purchased or sold — except under licence granted by
the Department of Water affairs and Forestry (or a
delegated authority.) “

That's clear enough isn’t it?

There then follows alist of amost fifty of our trees,
including al five yellowwoods, kameeldoring,
assegaal, silver tree, stinkwood, white milkwood, pod
mahogany, kiaat and leadwood.

Now what happens when we buy a piece of
yellowwood from atimber merchant? Is areceipt
enough to make it legal for usto possessit? To turn it?
To sell it? What makes our overseas visitor alegal
“exporter” of a piece turned from leadwood? Or that
little silver tree bowl?

What happens when our friendly local tree feller passes
on alog from ayellowwood tree that was cut down on
private property to make room for a garage? Or we go
to the off-cut section of a reputable timber merchant
and walk out with a small piece of pod mahogany? No
receipt in either case.

How about that I
bundle of
kameeldoring for
sale on the side of
the road for this
evening's braai ?
Isit OK to burnit
but not to turn it?
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Don’'t get me wrong. There'sno way I'd believe that
any responsible turner in this country would cut down a
protected tree for any purpose, or that | would condone
it, but the article does have far reaching implications
for usif it'sto be applied to the letter.

Arewe in danger of seeing our most valuable timber
rotting on the forest floor? We only have to think of the
upheaval the CITES ban onivory caused in our
elephant population. And of the lost revenue from not
being able to use theivory from legally and responsibly
culled animals. Will we each have to apply individually
for permits each time we want to move a protected
timber? Or make use of wood from a dead silver tree



when it falls down (as they are wont to do after 20 or
SO years)?

Difficult.

| don’t know the answers but I’ m hoping that this
article will encourage some of our more clued up
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It also emphasizes
how essential it isfor us all to know what wood we are
turning!

Now that I have everyone’s undivided
attention (and your hair is standing on end...)

Thanks this month to Bert Parker for an excellent
reminder about safety. Bear in mind that it’s difficult to
recall any intelligent accidents — only stupid ones.

Safety in the Workshop

Whilst the woodturning lathe is no doubt one of the
safest woodworking machinesit is essential the
operator should always follow the following basic
rules.

D Ensure that the electrics are safe, aways
switch off the lathe when changing
speeds or making any adjustments to the
tool rest etc.

(2 Ensure that the lathe is set at the correct
speed before turning the machine on.

3 Before starting up the lathe, check that
the workpiece is not going to hit the tool
rest, and make sure that the workpiece is
secure and free from defects or splits that
could fly off when the lathe is started.

4 Ensure that al locking handles have been
tightened and that the work spins freely
before starting the machine

(5) Always stand to one side when starting
the machine.

(6) Don’t wear loose clothing or neckties that
could get caught up in the revolving
workpiece. Remove any rings from your
finger or bind some masking tape around
the ring. Never stand with bare feet in the
workshop. It isagood idea to wear a pair
of strong boots or shoes at al times.
When tools fal off the lathe or bench
they invariably fall edge first and can
cause nasty wounds.

@) Protect your eyes at al times by wearing
safety glasses, goggles or avisor.

(8 Stand in a comfortably position in front of

the lathe with your body parallel the lathe
and not sideways place your feet about

shoulder-width apart so that you are
standing in a balanced position, so that
you can traverse your body and not move
your feet. The main priority is to fee
comfortable and relaxed when turning.

9) Always remove the tool rest when
sanding. Some kind of protection against
dust is essential. Make use of a dust mask
or an extractor unit.

(10) Get into a routine where you take some
extra time, before and after turning, to
ensure that all safety procedures have
been followed. It should become second
nature; just never become complacent! .

The above list is by no means exhaustive, Very
often safety is using your common sense, being
patient and not taking risks.
